CRITERIA FOR ACCEPTANCE INTO H.O.P.E. MINISTRIES
Below is a list of criteria that each parent must meet in order to qualify for our daycare program:
Parent must be a full time student.  The need has become so great that it was decided that we have to look at those parents that are aggressively pursuing their education.  The parent must be pursuing either a High School Diploma, Certificate in a Specialized Field, Associate’s Degree, or a Bachelor’s Degree.  Graduate School students do not qualify.  You must maintain a full-time schedule (12 credit hours for college students) for the duration of your time with H.O.P.E.  Failure to do so will disqualify you from our program.
Parent must be single and not living with boyfriend/girlfriend.  It was agreed that the vision is for single teen parents.  Again, this applies to all parents for the duration of your time at H.O.P.E.  If you decide to live with boyfriend/girlfriend or marry at any time you will no longer meet the criteria for our program.
Parent must be 21 or younger at date of initial application.  The vision is for helping teen parents. 
High School students will take priority.  If a parent becomes part of the program as a high school student and continues on with higher education as a full time student, he/she will take priority over a new college student applicant.  It is our goal to encourage these parents to obtain enough education to get a job that will support themselves and their child. 
All applicants will be reviewed and enrollment decided by the HOPE Ministries Board.

If you do not meet the criteria but feel that you are a good candidate for the HOPE Daycare Program, you may still submit an application.  All applicants meeting the set criteria will take priority.  Special circumstances may apply to your situation.
